Now Henry is preparing to start kindergarten 
and Kurt is con�dent that he has gotten his 
son o� to a good start. “He’s reading at the 
second grade level,” Kurt said.

Michelle helped Kurt research kindergartens 
in the area. “We were worried that Henry was 
so advanced  he might get bored in a 
traditional kindergarten,” she said. “�ank 
goodness he got accepted to Anser (a charter 
school) because he’ll be challenged there.”

With the help of his parent educators Kurt 
also learned as much about himself as he did 
about Henry. He said he knows without the 
parenting skills like Love and Logic he’d have 
struggled with frustration and anger. Instead 
he’s learned to parent calmly and con�dently.

“I’m sure my con�dence as a parent helped 
Henry’s self-esteem,” Kurt said.
